2. Check pressure when tires are cold and have sat for at least three hours. 

3. Removing cap from inflation valve, Keep caps safe as they protect the valves.

4. Place the tire pressure gauge chuck firmly onto tire valve stem and press down evenly. 

5. Remove gauge from valve stem to read tire pressure.

6. If the pressure is too high or too low, pls release or inflate to suitable pressure.
